 Paper patty case 

 Scissors 

 Glue 

 Textas or pencils 

 Template on next page 

 

1) Draw and colour patterns on the turtle legs and head 

2) Cut out legs and head 

3) Glue legs in a X 

4) Glue legs to underside of patty case 

5) Glue head to underside of patty case in-between front legs
